Scholarship description:

The Michigan Floral Association Scholarships awarded will be up to $500.00. This
scholarship may be used for any educational opportunity that is provided through the
MFA. This will include but is not limited to the MCF program, Convention registration
fees, Hands on workshop fees, and membership dues. The scholarship will be issued in
the form of a credit voucher. The fees will be charged against the credit voucher. All
scholarships awarded are valid for an 18-month period. Any funds not used in the 18
month time frame will be rolled back into the MFA general scholarship fund. Applicants
are chosen on the basis of their individual motivation toward a floriculture career path.
After a scholarship recipients 18 months have expired they are eligible to re apply for
another scholarship.
